Is there a difference between 
Guts 
vs. 

Courage



Guts

“Guts” is  overcoming fear with a task in mind, 
as tackling someone to stop their progress. OR 
Painting a fence in 100 degree weather in order 
to beat a time limit. Usually after completion 
there is little thought to the task. 



Courage
“Courage” is overcoming fear with a consequence that is 
mental and occupies our mind before, during, and after the 
task is complete. Example is telling your wife she has bad 
breath whenever you notice it, OR purposely going to a loved 
one who has hurt you over many years and attempting to 
rebuild that relationship. Deep courage is persistently 
overcoming difficult situations in our life that keep repeating 
themselves; usually not seeing acceptable results.



Courage this week

grandchildren. = written legacy 

• Plan and video your own funeral  = Visual legacy

•Biography
•Special Family story
•The goal of all of these films is to leave a legacy; 
something that can be passed down to future 
generations that honors our Lord Jesus.

•Template is provided (On-line script writer)
•Script is formatted for the teleprompter
•Photographs are not mandatory but add so much 
to the message

•DVD/Video file of photos to loop through can also 
be produced

•A little more involved
•Documentary style
• Interviews, old photographs, 
special footage (B-roll)
